To be eligible, you must meet all of the following criteria: 

Must be a graduating Illinois high school senior with a minimum GPA of 3.00 on a 4.00 scale. 

Must be a U.S. citizen and resident of Illinois.  

Must plan to attend a university/college in Illinois. 

Must have a history of extracurricular activities that demonstrates a willingness to accept leadership responsibil-

ities (student government, club officer, etc.) or a commitment to civic responsibility, social consciousness and a 

willingness to serve the community (community service projects, volunteer activities with local service agencies 

or charitable institutions, etc.) 

Must submit a 500-word essay on The Role of Township Government in Today’s Society and in the Future 

that will include information gained from an interview with an elected township official. 

Must submit two letters of recommendation from teachers, counselors, local officials or business people. 

Must submit an official sealed and unopened high school transcript. 

Must submit a cover letter and completed application form. 

Must plan to enroll at an Illinois school as a full-time undergraduate student.  



Checklist 
 Cover Letter.  Please submit a cover letter requesting consideration of your Scholarship Appli-

cation. A cover letter summarizing your interest and academic history including community ser-

vice is required.  

 Essay.  A central component of the application is the essay. Applicants must complete a 500-

word (minimum) essay conveying their understanding of township government among the local 

government landscape in Illinois. Specifically, “The Role of Township Government in Today’s So-

ciety and in the Future” and a summary of an interview with a township official.   

 Application.  All sections of this application must be completed. Only completed and signed ap-

plications will be considered.  

 Transcript. Submit an official sealed and unopened high school transcript indicating your most 

recent academic work.  

 Two Letters of Recommendation. 

 Signature of Township Official Interviewed. The interviewed township official must sign 

the application.  

 All checklist items must be submitted.  

Faxed or emailed applications will not be accepted.  

All applicants should expect to receive written notification of 

a decision after April 1, 2020. 

Notification of an award will not be given by telephone.  

One application is sufficient for consideration for any scholarship offered by Township Officials of Illinois 

during the year it is submitted.  

All award notices are final.  

All scholarship awards will be disbursed directly to the award recipient’s school and must be used for the 

2020-2021 academic year.
